




counseling and a warm place to stay until 
they complete the program. The program 
is catered to the individual and can last 
a year or more depending on the dedica-
tion of the individual. 

This winter has been extremely cold 
and, on several days, overnight guests 
have been permitted to remain at the fa-
cility during the day. The Mission is ded-
icated to doing all it can to provide for 
and support struggling people. Winter 
can be life threatening, and compassion 
demands that we do all we can to allevi-
ate the suffering of our brothers and sis-
ters. The simple offerings of shelter and a 
warm meal are just the beginning of re-
demption. We strive in all things to share 
the love of Jesus with everyone we serve. 
In the Bible James tells us, “If a brother 
or sister is poorly clothed and lacking in 

daily food, and one of you says to them, 
‘Go in peace, be warmed and filled,’ with-
out giving them the things needed for the 
body, what good is that?” (James 2:15 and 
16 ESV)

Because of the severe weather, the 
overnight guests who normally leave 
were permitted to stay in the building 
during the day. A special video was sent 
out to inform the Mission community 
about this urgency.

that life can fill us with wonder and 
joy today.

We live in a world marked by loss, 
brokenness, and fear. Many car-
ry disappointments that feel final, 
regrets that seem permanent, and 
wounds that appear beyond heal-
ing. Yet the empty tomb declares 
a greater reality: there is a power 
stronger than death, a love that heals 
the broken, and a grace that washes 
away guilt and shame. Resurrection 
is God’s answer to everything that 
seems beyond repair.

This hope is not wishful think-
ing or shallow optimism. Scripture 
tells us that the same Spirit—the 
same power—that raised Jesus from 
the dead now dwells in us. Christ 
reigns victorious at the right hand 
of the Father, and His Holy Spirit 

is present to strengthen the weary, 
give courage to the fearful, comfort 
the hurting, and bring peace to the 
anxious. Resurrection life meets us 
in ordinary Mondays, unanswered 
prayers, and long nights of waiting. 
It reminds us that the story is not 
over—that Jesus is alive, attentive, 
and at work in us even when we can-
not yet see it. He is good and we can 
trust him.

Hope is alive. Grace is available. 
Our struggles and pain do not have 
the final word. God is still restoring, 
still renewing, still making all things 
new. He is ready to lift us out of the 
shadows of death and lead us into 
new life.

Easter tells us there is a new way 
to live—life empowered by Christ, 
marked by inexpressible joy even 
amid heartache, and peace beyond 
understanding. Eternal life does 
not begin someday; it begins now. 
Because He lives, we can live also.
