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More than Wilmington

Food box distribution has been a
regular activity at Sunday Breakfast
Mission for many years. None of
the distribution efforts would be
possible if it were not for generous
people like you.

Each year tons of food is collected,
sorted, and boxed to provide for
families that might not otherwise
have anything to eat. These families
are not just from Wilmington.
People from New Castle, Newark,
other parts of New Castle County,

Kent County & Sussex County have
been able to enjoy your generosity.
Even people from parts of Maryland,
Pennsylvania, and New Jersey have
benefited.

In 2024 there were better than
1,000 food ©boxes distributed
the Monday and Tuesday prior
to Thanksgiving. For 2025 we

anticipate that the need will be the
same.

One person that has
been helped is Nick P. Nick came
to the Mission and graduated in
October 2023. But before Nick
came to the mission, he was
alone. While he was growing up
and into young adulthood, he
and his brother experienced first
the divorce of his mom and dad.
Then the death of his mom and
the death of his dad. They had to,
as brothers, fend for themselves.
But the life of substance abuse
rubbed off on them and then
his brother died too. Nick was
shaken and hurt and lonely.

He knew he needed help but
where was that help? A social
worker told him about Sunday

Breakfast Mission, a place
where he could not just find a
meal and a bed but a Program
to help him restart. He came
to the Mission and joined the
Program and after 30 days he
was given a counselor. In that
first counseling session he
learned that someone did care
abouthim and knew how lonely
it had been. He was introduced
to God and asked Jesus to come
into his life. He finally had
HOPE.

After graduating from SBM,
Nick found a job at Shop Rite
near the Mission and has been
there for over 1 % years. Nick
would walk to work from the
Mission every day and then was
offered a promotion to another

store and would need reliable
transportation to get there. At
this time, someone graciously
donated a Honda Civic to
the mission. This car enables
Nick to get to work on time
with enough energy to give an
honest day’slabor and as Nick
says “steps up the ladder.”

Nick is extremely
thankful for this car. Not
only saving a lot of walking
time, but it also gives him
an opportunity to visit his
children in Maryland.
